The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 3,873,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,263,500 gallons. There were 2 water service taps installed & 1 sewer service call.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 40 calls for service, 6 offense reports, 1 arrest, 1 traffic accident, 64 traffic stops, 50 citations & 14 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 76 new cases filed, 65 cases disposed and 36 arrest warrants issued.
