1. Call to order
With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Pro Tem Sklenarik, called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:30 p.m. on Monday, October 3, 2022 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Jane Jeschke led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Public Comment
Jackie Meyers presented information to the city about the FCCLA chapter at Miles ISD.   She reported on the many events they have been to and presentations they have given, representing Miles. 
4. Discussion/possible action:  Miles ISD – Superintendent Ty Stevens regarding an old abandoned City water well located on the school property and the possibility of the school obtaining this well.
Council discussed the water well quality from an inspection that was done several years ago and discussed options for the school to utilize the well.
MOTION:  Jane Jeschke made the motion to allow Miles ISD to use the water well, on the school property, for irrigation purposes; but that the city would maintain ownership.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

6. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 1,375,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,472,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 982,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 921,000 gallons. There was 1 water leak; 1 curb changed and 2 water & 2 sewer service taps installed.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 41 calls for service, 12 offense reports, 2 arrests, 1 traffic accident, 132 traffic stops, 97 citations & 35 warnings.  Chief Watkins reported on the security issues that happened at the school and reported on the active security measures that are being worked on between the entities.  He also briefly reported on the criminal activity during the Cotton Festival weekend.
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 112 new cases filed, 119 cases disposed and 26 arrest warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported that the City got a confirmation from TXDOT officials that funds have been allocated in their 2023 fiscal year budget for downtown FM 1692 rehabilitation project planning.
e. Mayor or council:  none
