Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, November 6, 2017 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Bobby Kasberg, Paul Sklenarik, Tony Dillon and Jane Jeschke.  Juan Ornelas was absent.  
     
Under public comment:  Mike Tounget stated that he would like the October minutes pulled from the consent agenda items and be read before they are approved.  He would like to see that the “non-approved” minutes be published in the newspaper the week after the meeting instead of waiting a month to publish them after they are “approved”.  He also commented on the agenda item coming up about possibly hiring additional water & sewer personnel.  He wants the City to really justify this before they decide because he has heard negative comments from others and has personally witnessed issues that do not justify 3 workers for the department.

The audit report was postponed until December 4, 2017.


Members of the Miles Empowerment Association were here with quotes for new playground equipment for the City Park.  Channing Balmes and Katrina Torres explained all 3 bids and discussed options with the Council.  No action was taken.

Cherry Kasberg with the Miles E.D.C. was here to talk to council about the Cobble Stone Christmas.  
1) She is asking permission to plant a 10 foot Christmas tree in the lot next to City Hall.  It is understood that they would move it if it would ever be in the way of expansion.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve this.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.  2) She also wanted to ask permission that they move an old truck, which will be used for a photo shoot, downtown and be removed after Cobble Stone.  This was consensually approved.

Council discussed water tap charges.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to have the City provide new water taps and service lines, at no charge, to old houses that for some reason, were not put on an active water line.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Jane Jeschke made the motion to pull the October 2, 2017 and October 26, 2017 minutes from the consent agenda to be read aloud.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.  Amy read them aloud.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the minutes as read.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Consent agenda items consisted of monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
 
      Under reports:  


Amy Fischer gave the water superintendent report in Cory’s absence.  The city used 810,000 gallons from San Angelo and 831,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 904,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 892,000 gallons.  There were 3 water leaks repaired.  
     

Chief Quentin Watkins gave the October 2017 police department report.  There were 33 calls for service, 8 offense reports, 1 arrest, 3 traffic accidents, 65 traffic stops and 53 citations.  
          
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 55 cases filed, 71 cases disposed & 4 cases appealed.  



There was no City Secretary report.


There was no ordinance enforcement report.

Council discussed the use of City vehicles for water/sewer personnel.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to allow the Water Superintendant to be able to use the City vehicle for personal business within the city limits while on call.  Motion failed for lack of a 2nd. 

Council discussed hiring additional water & sewer personnel. Jane Jeschke made the motion to hire an additional full time person for the water & sewer department.  Motion failed for lack of a 2nd. 

Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the 2016-2017 budget amendments as presented.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
