1. Call to order
With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Pitt, called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:30 p.m. on Monday, November 6, 2023 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Jane Jeschke led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Public Comment
Tosha Dominguez spoke in support of a city ordinance closing the park after dark.  She feels this would help with vandalism issues.
4. Discuss and consider a proposal from 3cGeo and Enprotech / Hibbs&Todd to provide Geographic Information System (GIS) services for the City of Miles. A presentation will be made by Brian Shirley (3cGeo).

A presentation was made for GIS services.  No action was taken.
5. Discuss and consider an ordinance regulating City Parks, including, but not limited to: hours of operation, and regulation of park rules and requirements.

Council discussed hours the park playground facilities should be closed and reviewed an ordinance that was prepared.  Tosha Dominguez and Alysa Howell were here, on behalf of the MEA park committee, for the discussion.  Times and options were discussed as ways to eliminate vandalism opportunities, but everyone determined that this will happen regardless of enforced timeframes.  There was discussion of lighting timers, especially once the basketball court gets installed.

a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 1,440,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,427,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 5,510,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 830,000 gallons. There was 1 water leak, 1 sewer service tap installed & 1 sewer service call.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 43 calls for service, 15 offense reports, 2 arrests, 5 traffic accidents, 79 traffic stops, 55 citations & 24 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 60 new cases filed, 82 cases disposed and 40 warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported that Miles did not get funded for the TxDOT 2023 Transportation alternative set-aside grant to assist with downtown sidewalk replacement.  As of meeting time, representatives from TxDOT have not responded to any of questions as to where the city can go from here.
e. Mayor or council:  Jane Jeschke presented some wording for the city employees to go by for a social media public awareness announcement regarding speeding and intersection traffic issues.
