b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 26 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 1 arrest, 104 traffic stops, 78 citations & 27 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 83 new cases filed, 67 cases disposed and 
20 warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported that a TxDOT official came to Miles on 11-23-23, to determine what they would need to temporarily fix parts of downtown Robinson Street.  No time line as to when the repairs may happen.
