a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 700,959 gallons from San Angelo and 1,265,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,453,763 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,102,800 gallons. There were 2 water leaks; and 2 water taps.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 42 calls for service, 11 offense reports, 2 arrests, 2 traffic accidents, 124 traffic stops, 84 citations & 40 warnings.  He reported that the Miles Police Department filed two counts in Runnels County Attorney’s office for gambling, involving both game rooms located here in Miles.  Both game rooms were issued cease and desist letters, and have been closed.
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 84 new cases filed, 57 cases disposed and 1 case appealed.
d. Mayor and council public comments or reports:  Casey reported on the letter that was sent to TXDOT to let them know that the City is willing to help with downtown road reconstruction.  The City will be contacting TXDOT to request a meeting.
