Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, March 05, 2018, at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Bobby Kasberg, Paul Sklenarik, Jane Jeschke, Juan Ornelas & Tony Dillon.

Jeff Davis and Cindy Davis on behalf of the Mike Davis Memorial Fun Run Committee presented a donation for $4687 to the Miles Empowerment Association to help build a playground at the City Park.  Here to accept the check on behalf of the MEA was President Katrina Torres, 
Vice President Channing Balmes, Secretary/Treasurer Jennifer Wright, and board members 
Kayla Johnson & Belinda Cole.


There was no public comment.

Council discussed a resolution approving and adopting a rate schedule rate review mechanism for Atmos Energy as a substitution for the annual interim rate adjustment process.  Ken Fischer with Atmos was here to explain this to Council.  Juan Ornelas made a motion to approve this resolution as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 


Consent agenda items consisted of the February 5, 2018 minutes, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 
      Under reports:  


Cory Petrey gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,151,000 gallons from San Angelo and 938,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,200,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,375,000 gallons.  There was 
1 water leak.  
     

Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 25 calls for service, 5 offense reports, 59 traffic stops, 48 citations and 11 warnings.  He updated Council on 2 classes that he will be attending in March.
          
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 53 cases filed, 46 cases disposed, and 17 warrants filed.  


Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report. 1) Public funds investment act workshop March 22 & 23rd; 2) City hall now has the ability to do ACH water bill drafting; 3) update on 
City Hall front of building remodel; 4) update on City wide cleanup; 5) Election will be held in City hall on March 6, 2018; 6) computer upgrade to be done on 3-7-2018 which will take most 
of the day; 7) request for pavement patching on access road coming into Miles and in front of Stripes complete.


There was no ordinance enforcement report.

Council discussed the 9th street culvert.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to hire Liberty 
Concrete and construction to concrete the culvert as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  
Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the property located in part of Lots 1, 2 & 3 of block 1 Borders addition.  Juan Ornelas made a motion to purchase this property from the Hohensee estate for $2000.   
Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed Robinson 1, block 41, lot 15 clarifications between the properties adjoining the City of Miles and Sklenarik’s Smoked Meats.  No action was taken.


Council discussed employee lunch breaks.  Bobby Kasberg made the motion to require the employees to take a 30 minute unpaid lunch break and to work a schedule out between the water department and City Secretary to cover city hall.  This would replace a given 30 minute break and extend the water department work day by 30 minutes.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 4-0 with Jane Jeschke voting against.
