5. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 706,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,192,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,055,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 835,000 gallons. There was 1 water leak and 4 sewer service calls.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 45 calls for service, 15 offense reports, 3 arrests, 2 traffic accidents, 144 traffic stops, 110 citations & 34 warnings.  Updates on animal impound facility planning.
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 117 new cases filed and 117 cases disposed. 
6. Discuss water & sewer project updates and action on items that need attention and expense approval
a. Kasberg addition water line loop – No update information was available 
b. Electrical supply needs at the water plant – No update information was available
c. Sewer plant irrigation system – The department put up 2 more sprinklers, and is watering the city land at this time, until a crop can get planted and sprinklers installed on the adjoining land to resolve the run-off issue.
