Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, April 5, 2021 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall, with Mayor Travis McMillan presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Casey McCartney, Larry Gilbert and Kirk Boatright.

Under public comment, Cassandra Wright wanted the City to know that there are parking concerns related to Wild Bills game room.  People are leaving their vehicles parked out into the lane of traffic on the access road.  She reported 3 different vehicles blocking the traffic in the last 2 days.  There have been many more times, but she wanted to let the council know that it is frequent.  She is asking for the City of State to enforce the parking issues with this business.

A petition was presented to council with a request to close and sell the alley between the lots 1 @ 2, Block 32 OT Miles, requested by Mona Wheeler.  Kirk Boatright made a motion to approve this petition as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the March 1, 2021 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Under reports:  
Alan Truelove gave the Water Superintendent report.  The city used 970,434 gallons from San Angelo and 894,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,650,325 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,304,445 gallons. There were no water leaks, 4 water taps & 1 sewer tap were installed and there were no sewer service calls.
Chief Quentin Watkins gave the Police Department report.  There were 36 calls for service, 5 offense reports, 43 traffic stops, 42 citations & 1warning. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 47 new cases filed; 37 cases disposed & 10 arrest warrants filed.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report.  The City received Covid-19 grant funds for law enforcement salary reimbursement during the March 1st through the December 31st 2020 time frame.  There may be possible new funding for water & sewer improvements under the new stimulus.
Under Mayor and council reports – Mayor McMillan and several council members reported that they have received complaints about dogs and game room parking.  Nothing specific was addressed.
Council reviewed the 2021 consumer price index adjustment to Municipal telecommunications right-of-way access line rates.  No action was taken.
Council discussed paving needs for the 2021 budget year.  No action was taken.
Council reviewed 2 requests by the Catch Pen, for temporary street closures.  Both are for the 1st block of East 1st street.  One is for May 8th and the other is for May 29th.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve these requests as presented.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

After review, Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve a resolution of the city council of the City of Miles, Texas, authorizing the submission of a Texas Community Development Block Grant Program Application to the Texas Department of Agriculture for the 2021-2022 community development fund; and authorizing the Mayor to act as the city's executive officer and authorized representative in all matters pertaining to the city's participation in the Texas 
     Community Development Block Grant Program.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0


After review, Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve and adopt the citizen participation
plan for the Texas Community Development Block Grant program application, as presented by GrantWorks.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed the upcoming CDBG Community Development Grant Citizen survey. 

     No action was taken.

The next regular City Council meeting was set for May 3, 2021.
