Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, May 6, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Kirk Boatright, Casey McCartney and Larry Gilbert.  

Katrina Torres on behalf of the Miles Empowerment Association was here with an update about the City playground.  The board is getting ideas on how to improve the surrounding landscape area of the playground.  She also wanted the City to know that they are dealing with some vandalism.   

Josh Mahaney with Nextlink internet was here with a presentation and request to place equipment on the city water tower or find land to place a cell tower, to expand wireless internet through the area.  After discussion, Jane Jeschke made the motion to allow Nextlink to place their equipment on the city water tower.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Scott Row from Kiewit infrastructure with request to temporarily utilize approximately 10 acres of the City land for the Hwy 67 reconstruction project did not attend the meeting.  Mayor Schwertner presented this topic and council discussed the needs of the company.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to allow Kiewit infrastructure to lease approximately 10 acres of the City land South of Highway 67 and for the Mayor to work out an agreement with this company.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the April 1, 2019 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 

Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 420,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,582,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 531,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 84,870 gallons. There were 2 water leaks, 
3 new meters placed & 1 curb stops changed; 1 sewer tap and 2 sewer service calls.  Jason 

      reported that he received notice that San Angelo is re-zoning the land, where our Cauley Lane         
      water well is located, as commercial instead of farming.
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 21 calls for service, 1 traffic accident, 33 traffic stops, 31 citations & 2 warnings.  He reported on a citizen’s complaint of high overhanging trees on Lewin Street that a truck driver is hitting when driving that road.  He dealt with that explaining that the truck will have to take another route due to the city not having the ability or man power to trim trees that high, nor is that the responsibility of the City.  He also reported on an update on the pig complaint in town.  This matter will be handled immediately by determining the pig breed and discussing the requirements with the pig owner.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 42 cases filed; 48 cases disposed and 12 arrest warrants filed.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report and report of complaints and customer requests regarding:  2 water leaks on meters; 4 complaints about loose dogs; 1 call on a sick dog; 1 complaint about no water pressure at their house; 3 water leaks; 6 meter re-reads from the meter readings; 4 building permits; 2 sewer back up calls and 1 complaint of a tree growing into the right-of-way on 7th street.  Council was provided the 2019 certified estimate for taxable value from the Runnels County Appraisal District for review. The final report was on a building permit that is requesting to put a second house on an existing single lot.
Amy Fischer and Quentin Watkins gave the ordinance enforcement report.  There were 3 courtesy letters regarding 6 junk vehicles.  2 junk cars from last month are being dealt with in Municipal Court for non-compliance.  Council was updated on options for substandard structure enforcement and code enforcement from the West Tx. Council of Governments will be here at the next meeting to go over steps and requirements with council.

Council discussed hiring a temporary employee for summer help.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve hiring summer help.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed interference with city alleys, streets and right-of-ways.  Properties that were discussed had to do with fences across alleys and easements and city streets being taken over by property owners.  It was agreed that letters will be sent to the property owners explaining city right-of-ways.  No action was taken.

Council discussed a continued water drainage complaint on 8th street.  The drainage issue is from the Lewin/Jackson intersection going west to the creek.  After discussion, Larry Gilbert made a motion to cut the ditches on both sides of 8th street to correct the water flow.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the repairs needed to the sunroof at the Weatherby Hall.  No contractors got back with the requesting council members, so no action was taken.  More requests will be made to contractors on the work that needs to be done.

Council discussed adding a safety perimeter fence around the city impound pen.  Larry Gilbert made a motion to build the perimeter fence as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed Republic Services annual contracted 3% rate increase.  Larry Gilbert made a motion to approve this as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the City trash rates.  Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve the trash rate increases as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council reviewed the AEP Texas rate filing with the Public Utility Commission of Texas.  No action was taken.


Council discussed 2019 paving and budget projections.  No action was taken.


Next regular meeting was set for Monday, June 3, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. 


Larry Gilbert made the motion to adjourn.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 10:25 p.m.
