3. Public Comment

4. Concho Capital representatives – discussion/action on water line main placement along hwy 1692
The owners of the Kasberg addition lots along 1692 were here to talk to council about what is holding up the water main line placement that has been requested.  Council discussed the project and options with them and Water Superintendent, Alan Truelove.  The project is set to get started as soon as possible.

6. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 2,078,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,713,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,385,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 829,000 gallons. There were 2 water leaks and 1 sewer service call.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 46 calls for service, 9 offense reports, 3 arrests, 127 traffic stops, 85 citations & 32 warnings.  Update on animal control problems and holding pen planning.
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 107 new cases filed, 92 cases disposed and 23 warrants filed.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported that the City had to withdraw from the CDBG water line infrastructure grant, because of Grantworks household survey issues.  The City will be able to reapply in the 1st quarter of 2023.  The TWDB water & waste water planning grant is still in the works and moving along correctly at this point.
e. Under Council reports: Mayor Pitt stated that only 2 members of the council have reached out to help her.  She wants to be more involved in day to day issues so she can be of help and be more in the loop of what is going on in the City.
7. Discuss water & sewer project updates and action on items that need attention and expense approval
a. Closure of non-servicing water wells update
b. W/S helper certifications and pay raises – Alan reported that he got his D-Sewer license. Cory got his C-Water distribution license.  Kris got his D-Water license.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve $1.00 per hour raise for each helper, as budget.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
c. Water meter replacements – The school gym meter will be replaced this summer while school is out.  Discussion of other meters that are needed in the future.
8. Discussion/action nuisance ordinance enforcement and City cleanup efforts with residents
Mayor Pitt brought up that she would like for the City to work on nuisance and junk car ordinance enforcement.  She and the council agreed that they would like for there to be consistent enforcement with violators and offer help in any way that the City could offer.
