6. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 2,049,022 gallons from San Angelo and 485,600 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,550,425 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,477,200 gallons. There were no water leaks; no taps and 1 sewer service call.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 49 calls for service, 7 offense reports, 4 traffic accidents, 31 traffic stops, 28 citations & 3 warnings. 
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 27 new cases filed, 27 cases disposed and 2 cases appealed to county court.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported that the tax values are ready from the tax assessor and will be sent out with the meeting packet information for the budget workshop scheduled for Monday, August 9, 2021.

e. Mayor and council public comments or reports: 
1. Mayor McMillan reported that the Miles Economic Development Board discussed helping to fund a community basketball court, at their last meeting.  He stated this matter will be on the City’s next regular meeting agenda, to discuss the specifics and what would be asked of the City.
2. Council member Jane Jeschke reported that Chick-fil-A is coming to Miles weekly.  She is not against food vendors coming to town but feels they need a different permit process with higher charges than door to door solicitors have to pay.  She explained that they are taking business away from our local restaurants that pay property and sales taxes.  She is asking for this matter to be on the next agenda to review and discuss changing the food vendor permitting requirements.
