1. Call to order
With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Tammy Pitt, called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:36 p.m. on Monday, August 7, 2023 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Janice Alexander led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Public Comment
Tosha Dominguez commented that the MEA has 2 “slow - kids playing” signs and would like to install them on the stop signs at the children’s park intersection.
4. Consent Agenda

b. Review of the monthly finance reports and current bills paid
c. Review of the monthly employee pay reports 
MOTION: Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
5. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:  Alan Truelove reported that the city used 1,582,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,897,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,525,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 510,000 gallons.  There were 3 water leaks and 1 sewer service call.
b. Police Department:  Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 34 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 1 arrest, 115 traffic stops, 89 citations & 26 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 107 new cases filed, 71 cases disposed,

and 42 warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  reported on nuisance ordinance complaints
e. Mayor or City council:  Jane reported that the basketball court project is progressing.
6. Discussion/action on water pump rehab at Harriett pump house
Council discussed the matter and the possible need for more water supply other than what gravity flow is providing.
MOTION:  No action was taken.
7. Discussion/action on traffic speed control signs
Council discussed several streets that are in need of traffic speed control signs and devices.
MOTION:  Jane Jeschke made a motion to approve the purchase of 30 mph speed limit signs and install them on Thomson, 1st, Lewin & Voss streets; install the (2) - “slow kids playing” signs on 1st street; and purchase and install rumble strips on 1st street at the Ferguson intersection by the children’s park.
