     The Miles City Council held a regular meeting on Tuesday, September 5, 2017 beginning at 6:32 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Bobby Kasberg, Paul Sklenarik, Juan Ornelas and Tony Dillon.  
     There was no public comment.     
     Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the August 7th regular and the August 14th special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills due.  Paul Sklenarik motioned to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 
Under reports:  

Cory Petrey gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 2,146,000 gallons from San 
Angelo and 805,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,904,000 
gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,305,000 gallons.  


Chief Quentin Watkins gave the Police Department report.  There were 24 calls for service, 2 
arrests, 100 traffic stops, 82 citations and 18 warnings issued.  
     
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 96 cases filed, 65 cases completed and 29 warrants filed.  


There was no City Secretary report.

A meeting to discuss these ordinances with the City Attorney and the building inspector is 
trying to be scheduled.

     Council discussed donating pea gravel for the proposed City playground.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve this.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the Miles EDC proposed budget for the 2017-2018 year.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     Juan Ornelas made the motion to approve the Resolution to nominate candidates for 3 seats on the Runnels County Appraisal District Board of Directors being, Mr. Alvin Dunn, Mr. Gary Kemp, and Mr. Kerwin Denton.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.    

     Council discussed changing the hours of operation at City hall.  Bobby Kasberg made the motion to change the 8:00 a.m. -- 4 p.m.  hours to 8 a.m. -- 5 p.m. and not being closed at all during the day.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
