Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, January 4, 2021 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles Weatherby Hall due to Covid-19 precautions, with Mayor Travis McMillan presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Casey McCartney and Larry Gilbert.  Kirk Boatright was absent. 

There was no public comment.

Greg Schwertner was here to discuss bulk water sales from the City’s well on 4th & Lewin Street.  He is asking Council to restrict and regulate what type of vehicles that can get water there and also to regulate the time frames that people can use the well.


Wild Bills game room business owner, Billy Pruitt and Jeff Davis, owner of the building, was here to request amendments to the game room ordinance to lower the tag fees.  Jeff provided information regarding machine charges from other cities.  He is complaining that the tag fees were raised after they came to town and paid the original fees.  He would like for the City to be reasonable with their tag fees.  He explained that there have been no illegal issues that have come from this business.  He explained that he has consulted an attorney and he feels that the City has violated their first amendment.  Casey McCartney tabled the matter.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council discussed the option of regulating food trucks by ordinance.  Mayor McMillan explained some concerns that he has heard in the community.  No one was here to express public concern.  Council all agreed that they do not want to create an ordinance to regulate food trucks at this time.  Casey McCartney made the motion to table the matter.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council discussed leasing city right of ways for food trucks.  Mayor McMillan explained that the City has allowed Four Brothers, the current food truck, to temporarily be on an area of city right of way.  Juan Gonzalez, the owner of the truck would like to lease the land from the city.  After discussion with Juan, Council all agreed that they do not want to permanently lease land to anyone, and would like to help him find private land to use for his business.  No action was taken.  

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the December 7, 2020 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Under reports:  
Cory Petrey gave the Water report and reintroduced Alan Truelove to the Council, as the new Water Superintendent.  The city used 572,848 gallons from San Angelo and 1,306,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,456,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,114,430 gallons. There were 3 water leaks, 1 meter and 1 curb stop changed and 3 sewer service calls.  
There was no Police Department report.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 50 new cases filed; 45 cases disposed; 2 appeals to Runnels County and 11warrants issued.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report, reporting on the status of the Covid-19 grant and CDBG grant.
Mayor Travis McMillan reported that there are approximately 50 Covid-19 cases in Miles and everyone needs to do their part to slow the spread of this virus.


The next regular City Council meeting was set for February 1, 2021.
 

Casey McCartney made the motion to adjourn.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
