Minutes of the Miles City Council     

    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, October 2, 2017 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Bobby  Kasberg, Paul Sklenarik, Juan Ornelas and Jane Jeschke.  Tony Dillon was absent.  
     
There was no public comment.  

Cherry Kasberg with the Miles E.D.C. was here to talk to council about Cobble Stone Christmas.  She is asking the City to provide electricity for their lights that they will display outside during the holiday season.  Juan Ornelas made the motion to approve this.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council discussed the Boykin 3rd addition and Border subdivision with Janice Randolph from the Runnels Co Appraisal District.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to hire Bart Johnson to survey this area to start the process of clear title.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the September 8, 2017 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
 
      Under reports:  


Cory Petrey gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,840,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,613,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 900,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,088,000 gallons.  Cory presented a couple of options for backhoe purchase that the council approved at a previous meeting.  Council reviewed the options.
     

Chief Quentin Watkins gave the September 2017 police department reports.  There were 34 calls for service, 49 traffic stops and 41 citations.  
          
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 29 cases filed & 64 cases disposed & 4 cases appealed.  



Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report.  Presented the Runnels County tax appraisal budget allocation report; reported that the 2015-2016 Audit report is ready and Richard Webb will be here at the 11-6-17 meeting to review; presented a problem regarding a resident having trouble with easement to his property that he recently purchased.


Under junk car, nuisance & substandard structure ordinance enforcement, Council was updated that there will be an ordinance workshop with the City attorney and building inspector on Thursday, October 26, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.

Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the 2016-2017 budget amendments as presented.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.


Juan Ornelas made the motion to appoint Amy Fischer as Financial investment officer, Treasurer & Chief Financial officer for the 2017-2018 fiscal year.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
     Jane Jeschke made the motion to hire Webb CPA as auditor for the 2016-2017 fiscal year.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the dispatch services agreement with Runnels County for 2017-2018.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Juan Ornelas made the motion to approve the firefighting contract and agreement with Runnels County for 2017-2018.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.


There is a committee set that is working on getting a historical marker for Miles.  Council discussed placement of a marker within the City.  Bobby Kasberg made the motion to place it on the City property north of the Rail Road track on the 1st part of Robinson Street.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council reviewed bids for sidewalk replacement.  Juan Ornelas made the motion to hire Liberty Concrete and Construction subject to reference checks.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council discussed Cauley Lane land maintenance.  No action was taken.

Jane Jeschke made the motion to cast the city’s 25 votes on the official ballot for the Board of Directors for the Runnels Co Appraisal District 2018-2019 term as presented.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
