MOTION:  Janice Alexander made the motion to approve the official nomination for the board of directors of the Runnels Central Appraisal District for the 2026-2027 term by resolution as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
7. Discussion/action to approve revised 2025-2026 Dispatch services agreement with Runnels County

8. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 1,023,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,962,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,294,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,077,000 gallons.  There were no leaks for the month.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 28 calls for service, 10 offense reports, 19 traffic stops, 17 citations & 2 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 28 new cases filed, 50 cases disposed,   
1 appeal and 24 arrest warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  Planning grant update, city’s purchase credit card system changed from Citibank to US Bank.
e. Mayor or City Council: None
9. Discussion/action:  R.B. Wright with request for the city to abandon and sale the following streets:  

Pine Street between blocks V & U, Pear Street between blocks U & T of the Farmer addition.
Council discussed this property with R.B. Wright and Casey McCartney.  After review of plats and requests, council agreed to abandon and close Pear Street between blocks U & V and sell that portion to R.B. Wright with a 15-foot utility easement.  The Wrights claim that Pine Street has already been closed and sold to them years ago.  They were asked to present proof of purchase and proof of ownership to the city.  The city will get appraisal of said street and once that is paid will allow deed to be filed for ownership.
MOTION:  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to abandon and close Pear Street between blocks U & V of the Farmer addition, and sell that portion to R.B. Wright with a 15-foot utility easement.  Tony Dillon seconded.  
Motion carried 5-0.
10. Discussion/action:  R.B. Wright with request for the city to abandon and sale of any unopened city street or right of way adjacent to his property on the west side of blocks V, U and T of the Farmer addition, between the Farmer addition and the Miles Highway 67 Subdivision.
This matter was discussed.  The portion that they would specially like to close and purchase is the city easement west of block V.  This matter was tabled until more information can be obtained.
