3. Public Comment

4. Discussion/action – Juan Rodriguez with fence permit request for his property on East 1st & Raley Streets

Mr. Rodriguez presented information and a survey, that he purchased an acre property adjacent to his house at 509 E 1st street.  The property in question is the corner of the 600 block of E 1st and Raley.  His survey stake, in the south/east corner, is put about 2 feet into the existing pavement.  There are water lines through his property as well.  Council discussed with him, that this is a prevalent problem in this small rural community and is handled case by case.  Raley street is not exactly known where it is on the ground, according to survey, but measured from stake to stake, it would allow 22- feet of room for any traffic.  The street is secluded and there is very limited traffic.  The section of Raley street that this affects is one block, between 1st and 2nd street.

and allow his fence post to be on his property line.  This would still allow for   emergency vehicles and traffic within a 22-foot section, on the south/east corner.

The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 3,408,000 gallons, due to flooding infiltration.  Irrigated waste water used was 2,021,000 gallons, due to flooding, as well. There were 2 water leaks, 1 curb stop changed and 2 sewer service calls.  He also reported on the projects that have been done within the last month.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 50 calls for service, 8 offense reports, 3 arrests, 1 traffic accident, 50 traffic stops, 41 citations & 9 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 74 new cases filed, 66 cases disposed and 66 arrest warrants issued.
