Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, December 2, 2019 in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner calling the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Council members present were Paul Sklenarik, Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright and Jane Jeschke.  Larry Gilbert was late.  

The Statement of officer and Oath of Office was performed by City Secretary Amy Fischer, to swear in the new Mayor, Travis McMillan and council members Paul Sklenarik and Larry Gilbert, when he arrived.

Paul Sklenarik made the motion to appoint Jane Jeschke as Mayor Pro-Tem.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.  


Casey McCartney made the motion to approve Travis McMillan, Jane Jeschke and Paul Sklenarik as bank signatories.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Cherry Kasberg was here, on behalf of the Miles E.D.C., with a request to get approval on an EDC board approved business grant project, to provide $5000 to Catch Pen for assistance to replace their air conditioning system.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve this project as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Under public comment, Cory Petrey was here to explain to council that he applied for the helper position.  He stated that he wants to be a part of the City and is sorry for how his previous job here ended. He stated that he already knows the job and would not have to be trained.  He wanted everyone to know that he is being transparent and willing to talk and answer any questions that anyone may have.  

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the November 5th regular and November 11th 2019 special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
 
      Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,717,403 gallons from San Angelo and 1,679,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 877,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 197,340 gallons. There were 4 water leaks, 
2 meters & 2 curb stops changed; 1 water tap and 1 sewer tap installed and 1 sewer service call.  He let   council know that he has only had one applicant for the helper position.  He updated council on the sewer irrigation crop situation.

Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 28 calls for 
service, 2 traffic accidents, 11 traffic stops, 10 citations & 1 warning. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 7 cases filed and 15 cases disposed.   
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report, reporting on complaints that were received for the month.  There were 3 meter re-read discussions, 1 complaint on loose dogs, 1 complaint regarding an obstructed intersection and 14 meter reading re-reads.

There was no ordinance enforcement report.

Council discussed imposing credit card processing fees onto customers.  Kirk Boatright made the motion to impose a 3% convenience fee for all credit card charges.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed an ordinance of the City of Miles, Texas, adopting the 2012 international existing building code; by adopting the 2012 international residential code; by adopting the 2014 national electrical code; by adopting the 2012 international plumbing code; by adopting the 2012 international mechanical code; by adopting the 2012 international energy conservation code; by adopting the 2012 international property maintenance code; providing a repealing clause; providing a severability clause; and providing for an effective date.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to adopt this ordinance as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed a resolution of the City of Miles, Runnels County, Texas, repealing resolution          # 09032019 the “master fee schedule” in its entirety and replacing it with a new master fee schedule providing for the amount of all fees assessed by the city; providing a repealing clause; providing a severability clause; and providing for an effective date.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to adopt this resolution as presented.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed a resolution of the City Council of the City of Miles, Texas, adopting the City of Miles investment policy for the fiscal year 2019-2020 for the investment of municipal funds; and setting forth other related matters.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to adopt this resolution as presented. Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the needed Weatherby Hall ceiling repairs.  Casey McCartney made the motion to hire Havlak Homes to do the work.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed crack sealing for the city streets.  Jason explained several options and bid proposals for the work.  No action was taken.

Under recommendations of future agenda items, the council: 1) wants a meeting with Little Manufacturing to discuss our streets 2) pursue the game room ordinance 3) review Weatherby Hall rules and rates.

The Council went into Executive session under Texas Government Code section 551.074 personnel matters at 8:43 p.m.
The Council came out of Executive session at 9:15 p.m.
Next regular meeting is set for Monday, January 6, 2020 at 6:30 p.m. 


Kirk Boatright made the motion to adjourn.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 9:16 p.m.
