1. Call to order

2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance

3. Public Comment
Under Public Comment: through a letter to the mayor, alderman Casey McCartney stated that at this time, due to work constraints, he was not able to serve on council and decided not to sign back up for a next term.  He expressed sincere appreciation to the members of the board and is here if anyone needs anything.  
4. Oath of office for Tony Dillon, Jane Jeschke and Kirk Boatright as Alderman for the 2024-2026 term

Aldermen Tony Dillon, and Kirk Boatright were sworn in for the 2024-2026 term.

5. Appoint Mayor Pro-Tem

MOTION:  Janice Alexander made the motion to appoint Paul Sklenarik as Mayor ProTem.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

6. Appoint bank account signatories

MOTION:  Kirk Boatright made the motion to remove Casey McCartney and add Tony Dillon, and leaving the rest.  All agreed to the signatories being: Tammy Pitt, Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Janice Alexander and Tony Dillon.

8. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 951,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,247,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 2,343,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,545,000 gallons.  There were 2 leaks, 1 meter was changed and had 2 sewer service calls.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 26 calls for service, 3 offense reports, 1 arrest, 105 traffic stops, 62 citations & 15 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 73 new cases filed, 55 cases disposed and 22 arrest warrants issued.

9. Discuss & consider hiring Caroline McLane CPA for the 2023-2024 audit

10. Discuss and consider request for proposals for municipal solid waste collection, disposal & recycling services and determine which companies to ask back for a formal presentation.


Council reviewed 3 trash service proposals.

and Republic Services back for formal presentations, to be scheduled for 

January 6th and 7th separately.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
11. Discuss and consider a resolution approving a memorandum of understanding authorizing the City of Miles to enter into a formal agreement with the Department of Public Works to obligate and utilize the remainder of the City of Miles’s American rescue plan funds.

Janice Alexander seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
12. Discuss and consider awarding of the construction services contract with James Walter construction for the Fire hydrant project

MOTION:  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the contract as presented. Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

13. Discuss storm water drainage issues and solution options
Council discussed several water drainage issues that the city has had from the recent rains.  The city is listing flooding problems in the next planning phase of the Runnels County hazard mitigation plan, in hopes of being eligible for grant funding for stormwater grant planning, development and project funding.  The city will maintain what infrastructure that we do have and work each flooding event as it occurs, until funding may become available for waterway rehab.
