Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, December 7, 2020 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Travis McMillan presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright and Larry Gilbert.  

The Statement of officer and Oath of Office was performed by City Secretary Amy Fischer, to swear in the new council members:  Kirk Boatright, Casey McCartney and Jane Jeschke.


Paul Sklenarik made the motion to appoint Jane Jeschke as Mayor Pro-Tem.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.  


Jane Jeschke made the motion to keep the same bank account signatories being, Travis McMillan, Jane Jeschke and Paul Sklenarik.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

There was no public comment.

Gayla Fullerton from Fullerton & Associates was here to present the 2019-2020 audit report.

Jeff Davis, owner of the building that houses Wild Bills game room, was here to request amendments to the game room ordinance to lower the tag fees.  He explained to council how he started the Bonnie & Clyde bar business in Miles and renovated the building to improve the downtown community.  He explained what he went through to purchase his current building and renovated it to make a drive through convenience store. After that, he leased this building to Billy Pruitt for a game room.  He explained that Wild Bill’s is an upstanding business and that there is nothing illegal happening at his building.  He wanted the council to know that he has been paying close attention to the establishment to make sure that all rules and laws are followed.  He stated that no business should be charged outlandish fees and all should be treated equally.  He wanted the council to know that he loves Miles and thinks this is a great community, but wants the City to give the game room a chance.  With the current fees for 2021, Wild Bills will not be able to continue their business.  He stated that it is not fair that the business was charged one fee at opening then changed the fees for the next year.  The council reiterated that they were elected by the community members and that the council represents the community.  They explained that there was a large community involvement that helped to create this ordinance and the City did their due diligence while creating this ordinance.  They discussed the fact that there are residents that are strongly against this type of business and their decisions have to speak for the public.  Casey McCartney made the motion to not make any changes and to keep the ordinance as is.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.  

After review, Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve a resolution designating GrantWorks Inc. as the administration service provider for the 2021-2022 TxCDBG Community Development Fund application and project implementation, administered by the Texas Department of Agriculture. Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.



Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the November 2, 2020 regular and November 10th special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Under reports:  
City Secretary, Amy Fischer presented the water report in Cory’s absence.  The city used 1,1334,120 gallons from San Angelo and 1,041,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,785,320 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,341,795 gallons. There were 4 water leaks, 3 meters and 1 curb stop changed and 2 sewer service calls.  
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 30 calls for service, 38 traffic stops, 35 citations & 3 warnings.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 39 new cases filed; 35 cases disposed; and 12 arrest warrants issued.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report, reporting on the 2020 Texas Division of Emergency Management grant; and that the MHS band will be having a public concert on the City lot next to City hall, Sunday 12-13-20 at 3:00 p.m.


Mayor Travis McMillan reported that there are 20 plus cases of Covid-19 here in Miles and 


     that the public need to be more diligent in their prevention of the spread.

Jane Jeschke made the motion hire Alan Truelove as the Water Superintendent to start 1-1-2021.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


After discussion, Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the dispatcher services agreement with Runnels County after modifications to the annual fee, as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

After discussion, Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the Firefighting contract/agreement with Runnels County as presented.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


After discussion, Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the Tax roll balancing sheet with beginning taxable value, tax rate, and the total tax due for the 2020-2021 year, as presented by the Runnels Co. Tax Assessor.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed a bid submitted for in-trust property to Runnels County known as E I Field/T & N O RR, AB:782, SU:86.  No action was taken.

Under the item for discussion of a possible food truck ordinance, Council brought up some citizens’ concerns regarding the current food truck and asked Council if they would like to draft an ordinance to regulate food trucks. No action was taken.

Council discussed our current dog ordinance, enforcement and problems that the City is having with loose dogs.


The next regular City Council meeting was set for January 4, 2021.
 

Casey McCartney made the motion to adjourn.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
