8. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 1,086,000 gallons from San Angelo and 966,000 gallons from wells.  Total gallons billed was 1,917,000 with 427 active meters and a 7% water loss.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,279,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,053,000 gallons.  There were 2 water leaks, and 4 sewer service calls.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 21 calls for service, 7 offense reports, 1 arrest, 1 traffic accident, 14 traffic stops, 12 citations & 2 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 12 new cases filed, 38 cases disposed,   
and 1 case appealed to Runnels County; ending the month with 252 pending active cases.
d. City Secretary:  TWDB grant update: have a draw of $13101.08 this month with $60,573.81 left to complete this planning grant.
