Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, February 3, 2020 in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Travis McMillan calling the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Council members present were Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright, Jane Jeschke and Paul Sklenarik.  Larry Gilbert was absent. 

There was no public comment.

The council heard information regarding complaints from Ben Lacy on city nuisance code violations and a request for harder enforcement action.  Mr. Lacy was unable to attend the meeting, so the complaint was reported on.  No action was taken.


Bryan Meers with Little Manufacturing was not able to attend to present his service for street maintenance. This will be on a future agenda.
Mac & Lisa Lyckman 1) Discussion/action – request of the City to sell or abandon and convey the West end of third street between blocks 31 & 32 of Robinson addition; adopting an ordinance granting the petition:  under this item, the Lyckmans presented documents that were filed with Runnels county that confuses the ownership of the street. They now own the adjoining property and are asking the city to abandon and convey this property to them. This matter is tabled until more information is received.   2) Discussion regarding city easement that abuts up to lot 31 in same area: under this item, the Lyckmans discussed the possibility to obtain this area as well. This matter is tabled until more information is received.  3) Discussion/action – request for drain pipe installation along Lewin street where the driveway meets the road.  This matter was tabled.

Kirk Boatright request of the City to sell or abandon and convey the East end of Pine Street that divides Block H & L of Farmer & Perry addition; adopting an ordinance granting the petition.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the sale of this area to the adjoining property owner.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 3-0 with Kirk Boatright having recused himself.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the January 6, 2020 meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
 
      Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 192,837 gallons from San Angelo and 1,015,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 758,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 107,740 gallons. There were 10 water leaks; 368 meters changed, 24 curb stops changed; 1water tap; 1 sewer tap and 3 sewer service calls.  He presented the pricing on shirts for staff. He reviewed the tank inspection results with council. He updated council on the water meter project.
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 30 calls for 
service, 39 traffic stops, 35 citations & 4 warnings. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 37 new cases filed and 33 cases disposed.   
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report, reporting on complaints and requests for service that were received for the month.  There was a sewer gas complaint, 4 complaints on loose dogs, 1 meter re-read with discussion, and one nuisance complaint.
Under ordinance enforcement, 2 loose dog and 1 nuisance violation letters were sent.

After review and discussion, Casey McCartney made the motion to adopt an ordinance for the regulation of game rooms and amusement redemption machines; requiring city licensing of game rooms; requiring city tags of amusement redemption machines; setting forth a penalty; providing for severability and containing other provisions related to the subject matter.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council discussed setting up a City of Miles face book page.  Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve a City of Miles face book page and have the Mayor administer it.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the bid on an “in trust property”, suit # 4828 being described as, a tract of land 110’ x 120’, more or less, out of T & N.O. RR, abstract 782, survey #86, City of Miles, Runnels County Texas – for $750.00 by Bobby Kasberg.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve this bid as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council discussed a bid on an “in trust property” being described as, E I Field/ T & N.O. RR, out of abstract 782, survey #86, City of Miles, Runnels County Texas – for $79.00 by Carlos Reyes Sanchez. No action was taken.

Council discussed the Weatherby Hall south wall repairs and needed gutter placement.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to add water diversion and gutter placement to existing pending contracting work order with Havlak construction.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.


There were no recommendations of future agenda items from council at this time. 
Paul Sklenarik made the motion to go into Executive session.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.  Council went into Executive Session at 8:32 p.m.
Jane Jeschke made the motion to come out of Executive session at 9:05 p.m.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Next regular meeting is set for Monday, March 2, 2020 at 6:30 p.m. 


Casey McCartney made the motion to adjourn.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 9:07 p.m.
