Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, March 2, 2020 in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Travis McMillan calling the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Council members present were Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright, Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik and Larry Gilbert. 

There was no public comment.

Bryan Meers with Little Manufacturing was here with a presentation of what his company can do to help with street maintenance.  His company offers crack sealing and onyx seal coat.  No action was taken.

Donnie Schwertner was here regarding his property known as Rail Road Avenue, East of Robinson.  He presented the idea of the City purchasing this street in order to maintain it and use for a City right of way on a continued basis, for $20,000.  He explained how his business uses the road and the maintenance needed.  He prefers to keep the street as his own property but would like to find a way to keep it maintained.  He proposed a monthly rate reduction on his business water bill to pay for the maintenance on his own.  He prefers to split maintenance expenses in some way other than selling the street.  No action was taken.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the February 3, 2020 meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 
      Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 510,339 gallons from San Angelo and 1,241,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 423,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 99,774 gallons. There were 6 water leaks; 1 meter changed, 1 curb stop changed; and 1 sewer service calls. He updated council on how the new water meter system is working. 
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 21 calls for service, 27 traffic stops, 25 citations & 2 warnings. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 21 new cases filed and 25 cases disposed.   
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report, reporting on complaints and requests for service that were received for the month that consisted of 3 loose dogs; game room application; 2017-2018 audit report.
Under ordinance enforcement, 3 loose dog and 1 junk car violation letters were sent.

Council discussed the uses for the Weatherby Hall and the repairs needed in order to make the building more secure.  No action was taken.  

Council discussed paving needs. No action was taken. 

Council reviewed the new interlocal cooperation contract with Texas department of public safety failure to appear program.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve this agreement as presented.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
The recommendations of future agenda items are paving; Weatherby hall repairs & Rail Road Avenue.
Jane Jeschke made the motion to go into Executive session for the purpose of consultation with the City attorney.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council went into Executive Session at 8:11 p.m.  Kirk Boatright recused himself.
Paul Sklenarik made the motion to come out of Executive session at 9:00 p.m.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.  No action was taken from Executive session discussion.
Next regular meeting is set for Monday, April 6, 2020 at 6:30 p.m. 


Larry Gilbert made the motion to adjourn.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 4-0. Council adjourned at 9:01 p.m.
