1. Call to order
With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor ProTem Paul Sklenarik called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:30 p.m. on Monday, March 2, 2026 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861; due to Mayor Pitt being sick.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Janice Alexander led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Public Comment
None
4. Stoney Hariman – New Runnels County Chief Appraiser – Introduction and update as to upcoming needs and changes with the Appraisal District regarding appraisal and tax values for all of Runnels County.

The new chief appraiser came to introduce himself to the city and explained that the property values all over Runnels County are incorrect and his office is working to get everything corrected.  He explained that the appraisal district has failed it’s audits due to ratings of the property and land values over the last 2 years.  His office is doing everything possible to get the district up to date and the necessary changes made to get in compliance.  Residents may notice changes to their property values, but his office will do everything possible to help a smooth transition.

5. Sergio Moran – discussion regarding special event ordinance requirements 

Sergio complained that the special events ordinance requirements should not be imposed on local residents that are trying to bring economic stimulation to Miles, home owners that are just having a large gathering & local businesses that want to close the street due to large gatherings and safety concerns.  Council agreed to put the ordinance on the next agenda to review, revise or rescind. 
6. Juan Rodriguez – Complaints regarding general police enforcement on personal issues and enforcement of downtown illegal parking.

Juan has been a resident for 35 + years and would like to make sure he is treated the same as everyone else.  He would like to make the following complaints:  1) Regarding downtown parking around intersections and speeding on side streets.  He is concerned that no one can see around parked vehicles until you ease out into the middle of Robinson on all the corners downtown.  He would like for the city to enforce the corner set back laws on parking downtown, and enforce speeding on city streets. He stated that he has complained of this before and nothing is being done.  2) His property at 509 E 1st street survey shows his property encompasses Raley Street and he would like the city to find out about the ownership of the street and let him have this property.  It was explained that there were utilities running through this property and there was research done, in the past, that showed there was a 22-foot public access known as Raley. The city will research this and present an option for a solution for the right of way. 
3) He filed a theft report with the school, and the matter was never followed through on. He then filed a theft report with the city regarding this same matter and he was never given a report or followed up with regarding a theft investigation at the school. He is complaining that his theft report is not been given the urgency that it deserves, because he thinks that this theft should be a felony based on the cost of the stolen merchandise.  4) He got a picture of 2 kids on a golf cart that got stuck in the mud on his lot. He turned the picture into the city and wanted to file a report and have the situation investigated and dealt with.  He never heard back from the police chief or followed up with about what the chief could find out.  He felt that he should be able to find out the results of any investigation and who it was, so he could talk to the parents.  Generally, he stated that the police show up to his house to try to enforce loud music violation complaints all the time, but the city won’t take his complaints seriously and enforce any laws on others.  

The council discussed these matters with him to understand what specifically his complaints were.  They will take all under advisement and get back with him to resolve any questions.

Irrigated waste water used was 1,235,000 gallons.  There were 3 water leaks, and 
3 sewer service calls.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 20 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 30 traffic stops & 29 citations.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 31 new cases filed, 26 cases disposed,   
ending the month with 240 pending active cases and 4 arrest warrants issued.
