Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, April 6, 2020 in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Travis McMillan calling the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Council members present were Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright, Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik and Larry Gilbert. 

There was no public comment.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the March 2, 2020 regular and March 23, 2020 special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 
      Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 799,580 gallons from San Angelo and 878,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 999,660 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 148,886 gallons. There were 6 water leaks; 2 meter changed, 2 curb stop changed; 1 water tap and 4 sewer service calls. 
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 27 calls for service, 58 traffic stops, 46 citations & 12 warnings. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 49 new cases filed; 17 cases disposed; 1 appeal and 22 warrants filed.   
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report, reporting on complaints and requests for service that were received for the month.  They consisted of multiple loose dog complaints in one area; 3 pot holes reported; and 2 water usage complaints with discussion.
There was no report under ordinance enforcement.

After discussion:  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve a resolution extending the Mayoral Declaration of Local State of Disaster until April 30, 2020 due to a public health emergency; and establishing rules and regulations for the duration of the disaster; restricting certain activities and establishing penalties for such violations.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


After discussion:  Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve a Resolution for property tax relief and ordering the Runnels County Appraisal District to take immediate action to freeze all property tax appraisal valuations in the City of Miles at levels set on January 1, 2019 and not in any way implement or utilize the significantly increased property tax appraisal valuations as determined on January 1, 2020 due to the COVID-19 pandemic.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed the States recommendation of paid sick time concerns due to the COVID-19 pandemic.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the policy as presented, which will allow up to 10 days (80 hours) of paid sick time, in addition to the employee’s accrued sick time, for full time employees and 10 days (40 hours) for the part-time employee, to expire by 12-31-2020.  This time will be available to use only in prevention of the spread of COVID-19.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0

Council reviewed the preliminary survey information and costs associated with 3rd street, west of Lewin.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the costs of further research and surveying of 3rd street.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the property known as Rail Road Avenue, East of Robinson Street, with consideration of the City purchasing this said street in order to maintain it and use for a City right-of-way on a continued basis; or conveyance to the City from the property owner.  No action was taken.

Council discussed building permit requirements, fees and protocol for property owners. No action was taken.

Council discussed repairs needed to Weatherby Hall. No action taken.

Council discussed paving needs. No action was taken. 


Council discussed a proposal presented from the water superintendent, on purchasing a pavement crack sealer machine.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to purchase this machine and supplies as presented.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

After review, Larry Gilbert made a motion to approve a resolution for the submission of a grant application for the body worn camera and in car camera program to the Office of the Governor, as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council reviewed the 2020 consumer price index adjustment to municipal telecommunications right-of-way access line rates.  No action was taken.
There were no current recommendations of future agenda items. 
Next regular meeting is set for Monday, May 4, 2020 at 6:30 p.m. 


Kirk Boatright made the motion to adjourn.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 9:36 p.m.
