4. Caroline McLane – 2024-2025 Audit Report

5. Asset Management Plan Presentation – EHT

The city received a Texas Water Development Board grant to have a complete asset management plan performed, for all city service infrastructure.  The plan has been completed by the engineering firm of Enprotec/Hibbs & Todd.  Sage Dillard presented the findings and explained the firm’s opinion as the best route to improve our water infrastructure and applying for grant opportunities for these large projects.

a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 1,125,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,092,000 gallons from wells.  Total gallons billed was 1,934,300 with 426 active meters and an 13% water loss.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,459,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 950,000 gallons.  There were 4 water leaks, and 
1 water tap.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins was absent – no report
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 13 new cases filed, 41cases disposed,   
ending the month with 239 pending active cases and 6 arrest warrants issued.
