1. Call to order
With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Pro Tem Paul Sklenarik, called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:30 p.m. on Monday, May 1, 2023 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Jane Jeschke led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Public Comment

4. Lee Gilbert with dog/nuisance complaints and dog ordinance questions and concerns

Mr. Gilbert explained that he and his family have had over 4 years of loose dog problems with the same neighbors.  He has had to contact the Police on multiple occasions because the dog owners continue to be non-compliant with keeping their dogs secured to their properties, despite trying to talk to them and having to file complaints with the city.  He is requesting the council to consider harsher punishments to be added to the city ordinance to try to make people comply with the laws.  Discussion with the Police chief revealed that the current complaints have been dealt with, and the specific dog owners in question have complied and have kept their dogs secured to their properties over the last month.  Each case is considered as a separate complaint and has to be handled in accordance with the law.  Mr. Gilbert also reported that numerous friends and neighbors have expressed being fearful to walk their own dogs or walk with their children, in the city, because of loose dog problems.  
Chief Watkins explained that anyone with a loose dog sighting needs to call the complaint into dispatch and the city will do everything in their power to resolve the issue as soon as possible.  He also explained that every city has this problem, and we must rely on residents to be responsible and diligent about keeping their dogs secured to their properties at all times.

b. Police Department:  Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 34 calls for service, 8 offense reports, 1 arrest, 3 traffic accident, 121 traffic stops, 96 citations & 25 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 97 new cases filed, 97 cases disposed, and
33 warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  2021-2022 audit is in process and will be completed for June 5th reporting
e. Mayor or City council:  Council member Jeschke updated council on the MEA multi-purpose concrete slab project at the city park.
