a. Water Superintendent:   Amy Fischer gave this report.  The city used 1,193,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,988,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,483,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 712,000 gallons. There were 2 water leaks 1 curb stop changed and 1 water tap.  Council was updated on projects that have been completed and projects that are in process.  An update on vehicle and fuel usage was also given.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 29 calls for service, 5 offense reports, 2 arrests, 212 traffic stops, 148 citations & 64 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 165 new cases filed, 119 cases disposed and 29 warrants filed.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported that the part-time city clerk’s work hours have been increased to 30 hours per week.

e. Under Council reports:  Jane Jeschke reported on the Miles community involvement in the Runnels County film festival.

6. Discuss water & sewer project updates and action on items that need attention and expense approval
a. Kasberg addition water line loop – No update information was available 
b. Electrical supply needs at the water plant – No update information was available
c. Closure of non-servicing water wells – During the TCEQ water system inspection, there is a need to cap 5 wells that are not in service.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the expenses needed to complete this project.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
