1. Call to order

4. Discuss/consider: downtown sidewalk problems, repair needs and determine responsibility. 

MOTION:  Council discussed this problem with Shelly Granzin, owner of Catch Pen.  The council would like to work with the Miles EDC and property owners, to get the downtown sidewalks repaired and/or replaced.  They would like to get a bid on the immediate needs of the area around the tree at 1st & Robinson and a hole in the south sidewalk of catch pen along 1st street, and the curb replacement along the south side of 2nd street in the 1st block going west at Cobblestone.  The city is to reach out to the EDC and get bids for some work and the matter placed on the next agenda.

6. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 1,185,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,128,000 gallons from wells.  Total gallons billed was 1,947,300 with 429 active meters and an 16% water loss.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,411,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,288,000 gallons.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 25 calls for service, 9 offense reports, 26 traffic stops & 26 citations.  

c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 28 new cases filed, 19 cases disposed,   
ending the month with 250 pending active cases and 4 arrest warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  A rate study for Miles has been initiated through community unlimited to get help in assessing all charges vs. maintenance costs for the city; Update on the CDBG grant, nearing completion; TXDOT water line replacement update, the project has been stalled due to changing utility consultant firms; working on getting the asset management planning grant finalized.
