Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, June 1, 2020 in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Travis McMillan calling the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Council members present were Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright, Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik and Larry Gilbert. 

There was no public comment.

Cherry Kasberg with the Miles EDC presented 2 projects their board approved for business grants.  Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve the 2 projects presented for business grants 1) Sklenarik’s smoked meats for $3836.00 for updated advertising signage and 2) Frozen in Time for $5000.00 for air conditioning replacement.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0 with Paul Sklenarik abstaining. 

Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the Miles Economic Development nominations for the 2020-2021 year being: Paula Rankin, Bonnie Slone, Lynn Granzin and Amanda Harrington.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the May 4, 2020 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 
      Under reports: 


Mayor Travis McMillan updated council on: 1) his approval of fence dimensions and placement at 


401 W 7th; 2) approval of closure of E 1st street from Robinson to Groves for the Catch Pen fundraiser for 6-6-20; 


3) Approval of the Weatherby hall rental for the 5-30-20 weekend; 4) Approval for a private citizen to trim the 
trees in the right-of-way on blocks 6&7 along Robinson street for no charge to the city.
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 2,369,000 gallons from San Angelo and 659,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 546,620 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 96,080 gallons. There were 6 water leaks; 1water and sewer tap and 9 sewer service calls. He updated council on the current sewer project; the scada system update; and paving.
The police department report was presented by the Mayor, in Chief Watkins absence.  There were 29 calls for service, 42 traffic stops, 40 citations & 2 warnings. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 58 new cases filed; 29 cases disposed and 17 warrants filed.   
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report, reporting that the 1st street bridge repair reimbursement is complete.
Under ordinance enforcement it was reported that the substandard structure has been removed from the 100 block of Pear Street.

Council reviewed and discussed the survey plat of .13 acre tract in block 31 Robinson addition and how to move forward with the request to abandon and convey the West end of 3rd street between lots 31 & 32 and dedicating the paved section of 3rd street to the City that splits lot 31 & 30.  No action was taken.  

After review, Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve the Runnels County appraisal District agreement for contracting with Janice Randolph for research done on behalf of the City of Miles.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Paul Sklenarik made the motion to designate Robin Burgess Tax Assessor Collector to calculate the no-new-revenue rate and the voter-approval tax rate for the City of Miles. Casey McCartney seconded. Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed the water meter being used to water downtown plants that also services a downtown building, that wasn’t known about until recently.  No action was taken until more information is obtained. 

Council discussed a special events road closure ordinance and the existing street closure permit policy.  No action was taken.

Council discussed paving needs.  No new action was taken.


Council discussed the sale of the old city mower.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to put the mower up for sealed bid with a minimum of $500.00 with a 7-6-20 deadline.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
There were no current recommendations of future agenda items. 
Next regular meeting is set for Tuesday, July 7, 2020 at 6:30 p.m. 


Jane Jeschke made the motion to adjourn.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
