Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, June 3, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Kirk Boatright, Casey McCartney and Larry Gilbert.  

 Under public comment, Channing Balmes updated council on the city park.

 Cherry Kasberg, on behalf of the Miles EDC, is requesting for the City to allow the EDC to have the mosaic truck art project put on display on the lot North of City Hall.  She stated this will be a temporary home for the project.  Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve this as presented.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Max Eschberger on behalf of the Miles Lions Club was here with a request to move their aluminum can collection fundraiser station to City property.  Council discussed locations.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to allow the collection station be placed on the North East corner of the outside of the water tower fencing.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Luis Rodriguez and family were here with concerns regarding the possible closure of Church Street.  They explained to Council that Luis Sr. did not understand what he was signing from the petitioner being, Tony Dillon and that he and his family were not in favor of closing Church Street and allowing Mr. Dillon to purchase said street.  They went over problems they have had in the past and continue to have regarding getting to their property, because of the street being blocked and Mr. Dillon claiming the entire street already.  Tony was here and explained that he owned part of the land where the street is in front of his house.  He tried to explain that he did not want to lock them out of their property but would allow for easement to their property at all times and wanted to work something out with them.  He wanted to close the street because of trespassers and illegal dumping and offered the Rodriguez family rights to purchase their half also.  The Council discussed the fact that there is still a portion of 800 Church Street that is still a through street area and should stay open and be available to the existing property owners. The Mayor explained that the adjoining property owners needed to work things out and Mr. Dillon would need to provide a survey to prove what property was his.  Members of the council reassured the Rodriguez family that all adjoining property owners must agree for the City to close a street and allow for the purchase.

Sergio Moran was here with sewer line issues regarding his property in the 400 block of 7th street.  
He explained the problem as having a stopped up sewer for a long time.  He has had a plumber out to run a camera to try to find the problem.  The camera system does not go anywhere which leads the property owner to believe he has been on a septic system all along.  There is no outside cleanout and no outside lines can be traced to find the tap.  Kirk Boatright made the motion to provide a sewer tap and service line, from the manhole at the corner of Lewin & 7th to the NW corner of the property by the back yard fence.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Cassandra Wright & John MacDougall were here to discuss and request a payout option towards the 1st street bridge repair, from an accident that took place, instead of filing on their liability vehicle insurance.  After discussion Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve payments of $334 per month for 12 months starting by June 20th, 2019.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed water drainage on 8th street and right-of-way driveways.  The discussion included the need to continue the 8th street water drainage ditch cut through Jackson up to College and what to do about resident’s driveways.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to continue the 8th street ditch drainage ditch cut through Jackson up the North side to College Street and around the block on College approximately 25 feet; hire Sam Carter concrete to fix the Jackson intersection with a drainage culvert; and to assist home owners with existing material and some necessary added caliche and/or gravel to top their drainage pipes that they must provide unless they prefer to drive through a dip; and to send letters to home owners explaining everything.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the May 6, 2019 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 

Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 643,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,313,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 921,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 159,040 gallons. There were 4 water leaks, 
6 new meters placed & 5 curb stops changed; and 1 sewer service call.  He gave council a plan 

for an electronic drive by water meter system, for review. 
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 22 calls for service, 1 traffic accident, 36 traffic stops, 34 citations & 2 warnings.  He updated council on a possible new reserve officer.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 40 new cases filed; 39 cases disposed and 8 arrest warrants issued.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report and report of complaints and customer requests regarding:  1 water leak on a meter; 1 complaint about loose dogs; 1 call on a loose goat;          2 reported water leaks; 7 meter re-reads from the monthly meter readings and 1 building permit.   Updates from last meeting included:  Kiewit construction decided they could not use the City land next to Hwy 67, for the Hwy 67 reconstruction project, because of the creek. And finally, the Appraisal District researched 2 properties that had interference with alleys & streets. Ownership determinations were made and the property owners were notified.
Amy Fischer gave the ordinance enforcement report.  There was 1 nuisance courtesy letter sent and 1 courtesy letter regarding 4 junk vehicles at one residence sent.  Council was updated that the code enforcement officer from the West Tx. Council of Governments will be here at the July meeting with his presentation for substandard structure enforcement.

Under the repairs needed to the sunroof at the Weatherby Hall, council was updated that one contractor came to look at it and has not turned anything in yet.  No action was taken.

Council discussed 2019 paving and budget projections. The Mayor, Commissioner and Council reviewed many roads and determined the immediate necessities. Larry Gilbert made a motion to pave the following: all of 15th, entryway into Kasberg addition, Farmer Street from Pear to the end going South, edges on Church from Pear to Fir, the intersection of Pear & Church, and the intersection of Fir & Farmer.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Next regular meeting was set for Monday, July 1, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. 


Jane Jeschke made the motion to adjourn.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 9:50 p.m.
