a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 1,200,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,496,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,544,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 846,000 gallons. There were 3 water leaks. 
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 32 calls for service, 5 offense reports, 1 arrest, 127 traffic stops, 92 citations & 35 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 111 new cases filed, 64 cases disposed.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported that 25 nuisance letters, due to high grass & weeds, went out.  21 of those have complied and 4 have been issued a 10-day certified notice before a municipal court complaint is filed.  Also reported was an update of water/sewer department projects that are on the books and during the crossover of leadership, the projects are known about and will get taken care of.
e. Mayor or council:  Jane Jeschke presented an update on the MEA recreation court project.
