The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,689,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 945,000 gallons. There were 2 water leaks, 2 curb stops changed and 2 sewer service calls.  He also reported on the projects that have been done within the last month.
1. Cory reported and council discussed the enforcement action from TCEQ due to reporting violations and sewer plant violations that have not been taken care of, under the last superintendent.

b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 26 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 1 arrest, 1 traffic accident, 102 traffic stops, 80 citations & 22 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 87 new cases filed, 85 cases disposed and 18 arrest warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  updated council on upcoming council election dates
e. Mayor or council:  Jane Jeschke presented an update on the MEA recreation court project.
