Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, August 6, 2018 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Juan Ornelas, Bobby Kasberg, Paul Sklenarik & Tony Dillon.  

Under public comment Mike Tounget commented on some discussion from the last meeting regarding letting the mechanic at the corner of Lewin and Rail Road Ave use City property for his trucks.  He stated that a council member said on record, “that since the Hwy 67 Gin (previously the Kasberg Gin) was able to use land for nothing for their modules, that the mechanic shop should be able to use their adjacent land also.”  He wanted to remind Council that the Gin had a 5 year land use agreement when they purchased the adjacent land from the City.  This agreement was to clear and maintain the land in return for use. This agreement is now matured.  His recommendation to the Mayor is that he contacts the Gin and renegotiates this land use agreement.  Also, he wanted to remind council that there is a man that has been paying an annual lease for the city sewer land every year for approximately the last 15 years.  He stated if the City is going to allow free use of land, the City needs to consider people that have been paying for their use.  

Lee Burton with VGI communication was here to discuss the VGI contract renewal.  This contract is a water tower use agreement to furnish tower space for wireless antenna equipment in exchange for internet service to the city buildings, which renews 8-1-2018 and runs for a period of 3 years through 7-31-2021. This contract will automatically renew for 1 year at a time unless either party cancels with a 90 day written notice.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the contract as presented.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jeff Davis was here with complaints regarding a city council member with regards to open meetings act; complaints of actions and behaviors unbecoming of a city council member.  He explained several negative encounters that he or members of his staff has had with council member Bobby Kasberg.  Since the encounters happened, he brought up several instances where Bobby Kasberg has been verbally running down his business around town. He read the open meetings act law and fine violation and specifically warned council that they need to educate themselves on this act because he has seen problems.  He wants all of the problems and bad talk around town to end.  He wants to run a successful business and get along with everyone.  He asked that if anyone at all has a question or a problem to come straight to him and work it out and not talk around town.  

Jeff Davis discussed street closures for special events at Bonnie & Clyde’s Saloon & Café.  No action was taken.


Jeff Davis discussion with council regarding his business and cotton festival was next on the agenda.  He wanted council to know that he will be having a band on Friday and Saturday nights.  He will have staff working his entrances and will not be responsible for what happens in the streets.  If people would like to sit in lawn chairs in the streets and listen to the music and dance in the street, that is fine, but he wanted the city to know what his plans were so there was no miscommunication.  They discussed thru- way traffic and crowd control.  No action was taken.

Joe Spano with Republic Services was here to answer any questions the Council may have had regarding the new quarterly curbside bulk pickup contract.  Council approved this amendment to the existing trash services contract at the July 2, 2018 meeting.  The actual contract was prepared earlier in the month and given to council where they could review it for any questions or concerns.  There was some discussion, the Mayor signed the contract, and no action was taken. 

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the July 2, 2018 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 
      Under reports:  
Water Superintendent Clinton McIntosh gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,848,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,675,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,160,400 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 769,000 gallons. There were 3 water leaks, 3 meters & 2 curb stops changed, 1 water tap, 1 sewer tap and 1 sewer service call.

Police officer David Holt gave the police department report.  There were 26 calls for 
service, 77 traffic stops, 44 citations & 33 warnings. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 56 cases filed, 45 cases disposed.
There was no City Secretary report.
There was no code enforcement report.

Clinton McIntosh – Water Superintendent presented council with the flyer for stage 1 of the City of Miles’s drought contingency plan.  He explained that we recently got our letter from Upper Colorado River Authority requesting that we enact stage 1 of our water conservation plan.  After discussion, Jane Jeschke made the motion to go into stage 1 as presented.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the community development block grant.  Grant works notified us that we did not qualify for the water/wastewater upgrade grant that we had applied for.  


Clinton McIntosh – Water Superintendent expressed the need to contract out large street patch repairs.  After discussion, no action was taken.


Bobby Kasberg brought to the attention of the council that a bench was donated to the city and said he and Cherry would paint it and place it if council would accept it and specify where they would like it placed.  After discussion, Paul Sklenarik made the motion to place it on the lot at 112 N Robinson close to the trees.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the concrete bids that were received for the Kasberg Court street repair.  No action was taken.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to order the November 6, 2018 election.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve Shanna Smith as early voting clerk.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Budget workshop is set for Monday, August 13, 2018 at 6:00 p.m.


Next regular meeting is set for Tuesday, September 4, 2018 at 6:30 p.m. 


Juan Ornelas made the motion to adjourn.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 8:27 p.m.
