With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Tammy Pitt called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:31 p.m. on Tuesday, September 2, 2025 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance

5. Discussion/action regarding moving the Coleman well water line from Top Tier property, accepting a bid for the project and determining financial responsibility of the project.

7. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 1,105,000 gallons from San Angelo and 2,093,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,060,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 619,000 gallons. There were 4 water leaks, 1 meter changed, 1 curb stop changed, 2 water taps and 1 sewer tap. Cory reported that the annual support and license fees for the water meter system is currently $12,475.00. 
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 35 calls for service, 
      10 offense reports, 1 arrest, 1 traffic accident, 58 traffic stops, 53 citations & 5 warnings.
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 68 new cases filed, 65 cases disposed, 1 appeal to Runnels County, and 26 arrest warrants filed.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported - 1) ARPA grant update: Total allocation $216,496.37 with all expenses totaling nearly $223,000.00.  All coming to a close within the month.        2) TXDOT water line project probable project costs: approximately $280,000.00.                 3) Texas CDBG grant expense update: $34,690 received and paid out of a $500,000 Budget. 
4) There will be an election for 2 city council places with 3 names on the ballot for the November 4th election.  The notice of election with all the early voting and election dates and times will be available October 6th.
8. Ratify the property tax increase 
MOTION:  Jane Jeschke made the motion to ratify the property tax increase reflected in the proposed budgets.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
9. Adopt the 2025-2026 budgets
MOTION:  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the 2025-2026 budgets as presented.  This budget will raise more revenue from property taxes than last year’s budget by an amount of $13,048, which is a 9.79% increase from last year’s budget.  
The property tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax roll this year is $2,382.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
10. Adopt the 2025-2026 tax rate by Ordinance
MOTION:  Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve Ordinance #09022025; adopting the proposed tax rate of $0.286335.  This tax rate will raise more taxes for maintenance and operations than last year's tax rate.  The tax rate will effectively be raised by 8.00

percent and will raise taxes for maintenance and operations on a $100,000 home by

approximately $10.86.  Janice Alexander seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
11. Discussion/action on 2024-2025 budget amendments
MOTION:  Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve the budget amendments as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
12. Discussion/action to approve street closures for cotton festival 9-13-25 & cruise night 10-18-25
MOTION:  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the closure of the 1st block of West 1st street on 10-18-25; and the closures of 1st, Groves and St John streets, around the park area, as necessary for the cotton festival on 9-13-25.
Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

13. Consider official nominations of appointment to the Board of Directors of Runnels County Appraisal District for the 2026-2027 term, by resolution.
