With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Pro Tem Sklenarik called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:45 p.m. on Tuesday, September 3, 2024 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.

3. Open sealed bids for the supply and installation of 10 fire hydrants, funded by ARPA funds 

Amy Fischer opened and documented the sealed bid that was received
a. W3 Construction for $113,330.58 - No other bids were received for this project

MOTION: Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
5. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 2,207,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,592,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,641,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 607,000 gallons. There were 3 water leaks, 1 curb stop changed, 2 water taps, 1 sewer tap and 1 sewer service call.  He also reported on the status of projects.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 28 calls for service, 
5 offense reports, 1 arrest, 101 traffic stops, 66 citations & 35 warnings
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 73 new cases filed, 76 cases disposed, 1 appeal to Runnels County, and a total of 50 warrants filed.
d. City Secretary:  None
6. Ratify the property tax increase 
MOTION:  Kirk Boatright made the motion to ratify the property tax increase reflected in the proposed budgets.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
7. Adopt the 2024-2025 budgets
MOTION:  Janice Alexander made the motion to approve the 2024-2025 budgets as presented.   This budget will raise more revenue from property taxes than last year’s budget by an amount of $7,599, which is a 6.04% increase from last year’s budget.  The property tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax roll this year is $3,199.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
8. Adopt the 2024-2025 tax rate by Ordinance
MOTION:  Casey McCartney made the motion to approve Ordinance #09032024A; adopting the proposed tax rate of $0.275485.  This tax rate will raise more taxes for maintenance and operations than last year's tax rate.  The tax rate will effectively be 
raised by 3.50 percent and will raise taxes for maintenance and operations on a 
$100,000 home by approximately $-13.75.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
9. Discussion/action to approve the Miles EDC proposed budget for the 2024-2025 year
Council reviewed the proposed budget.

16. Discussion/action to adopt; an ordinance of the city council of the City Of Miles, Texas, amending ordinance no. 060506, section 1-9 “fees” which regulates fees for peddlers, solicitors and itinerant merchants by adding section 1-9.2, “exemptions”; providing for severability; providing a repealing clause; and providing an effective date.
Council reviewed this ordinance amendment that was agreed upon at the last meeting.  

This amendment will allow for any locally owned, temporary stands that do not affect merchandise sold in local businesses, not to be charged permit fees.
