Public Hearing

     A public hearing to discuss the tax rate and the proposed budgets for the 2019-2020 fiscal year was held on Tuesday, September 3, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall.  There was no public interest.
The public hearing closed at 6:31p.m.
Regular Meeting
     The Miles City Council held a regular meeting on Tuesday, September 3, 2019 beginning at 6:31 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Casey McCartney, Paul Sklenarik, Larry Gilbert and Kirk Boatright.  
     Under public comment, Andrew Alwine wanted to make the City Council aware that a certain business has come to Miles that does not have the best reputation.  He is afraid that this type of business will cause problems and bring unwanted problems for Miles.  He also wanted to complain that the City is allowing these certain businesses and RV parks in Miles without going through a permitting process.  He is asking for the City to be more proactive for what comes into Miles.   
     Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the August 5th regular and the August 12th special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 
Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,725,000 gallons from San Angelo and 3,338,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 643,641 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 32,310 gallons.  There were 10 water leaks, 2 new meters placed & 1 curb stop changed; and 1 sewer service call.  He reported on an incident where mud and rock got into a customer service line and caused some problems.  The City took care of this incident and enacted some preventative measures to not let this happen again.
There was no Police Department report at this time.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 22 cases filed, 19 cases completed and 

2 cases appealed. 

 
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report and report of complaints and customer requests regarding the following:  4 water leaks; 1 meter re-read with discussion; 4 complaints about loose dogs; 1 illegal burning complaint; 1 person couldn’t get their water meter to turn off; and 22 meter re-reads from the monthly meter readings.   

Amy Fischer and Quentin Watkins gave the ordinance enforcement report.  1 nuisance issue was rectified, 1 nuisance is being worked on and 3 junk cars were removed or.   
     Council discussed and reviewed all city rates.

     Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve Resolution #09032019 to approve the new master fee schedule as presented.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     After discussion, Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the Dispatch Services Agreement with Runnels County and set the compensation exchange at $14,000.00 for the year.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.    
     Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve continued coverage for City employees with TML for 
2019-2020.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     Jane Jeschke made the motion to ratify the property tax increase reflected in the proposed budget for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2019 and ending September 30, 2020, which raises more revenue from property taxes than the previous year’s budget.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the 2019-2020 budgets as presented.  This budget will raise more revenue from property taxes than last year’s budget by an amount of $9,742 which is a 11.14 percent increase from last year’s budget.  The property tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax roll this year is $3,709. Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve Ordinance #09032019; that the property tax rate be increased by the adoption of a tax rate of $0.319058, which is effectively a 7.00 percent increase in the tax rate.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.    

    Council reviewed the Miles Economic Development 2019-2020 proposed budget.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve this as presented.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
     Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve the 2018-2019 budget amendments as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

          Jane Jeschke made the motion to adopt the Resolution approving the West Central Texas Council of Governments Hazard Mitigation Plan Update for the City of Miles.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
     Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the Interlocal Cooperation Contract for the Failure to Appear Program as presented.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     Jane Jeschke made the motion to close 1st and 2nd streets and all adjoining intersections, as necessary, for cotton festival on 9-14-2019.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.         
     There will be a special meeting on Wednesday, September 25, 2019 at 4:00 p.m. and the next regular meeting is scheduled for October 7, 2019 at 6:30 p.m.     

     Larry Gilbert made the motion to adjourn.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
