The public hearing closed at 6:31p.m.
Regular Meeting
     The Miles City Council held a regular meeting on Tuesday, September 8, 2020 beginning at 6:31 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Travis McMillan presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Casey McCartney, Paul Sklenarik, Larry Gilbert and Kirk Boatright.  
     There was no public comment.
     Representatives from Mission Communication and BPI were here with a presentation on a complete scada system upgrade for the water systems.  No Action was taken. 
     Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the August 3rd regular and the August 10th special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 

     Jane Jeschke made the motion to go into Executive session at 7:08 p.m. pursuant to 551.072 of the Texas Government code, to deliberate about real property with the Runnels County Chief appraiser and researcher regarding in-town abstract 782 survey 86.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     The council came out of Executive session at 8:08 p.m.  No action was taken.     
Under reports:  
Cory Petrey gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,620,000 gallons from San Angelo and 2,956,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,230,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,056,960 gallons.  There was 1 water leak, 4 new meters placed & 2 curb stop changed; 1 water & sewer tap and 2 sewer service calls.  
Chief Quentin Watkins gave the Police Department. There were 31 calls for service, 5 offense reports, 

     66 traffic stops, 64 citations & 2 warnings.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 63 cases filed and 45 cases completed.
     Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the 2020-2021 budgets as presented.  This budget will raise more revenue    from property taxes than last year’s budget by an amount of $3,017.00 or 3.11%  and of that amount, $3,203.00 is tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax roll this year.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

     Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve Ordinance #09082020; adopting the no new revenue tax rate of $0.305880.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.    

    Council reviewed the Miles Economic Development 2020-2021 proposed budget.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve this as presented.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
     Council discussed possible water wells for future water sources.  No action was taken.
     Council discussed water storage tank repairs and an estimate from Texas Tank services.  No action was taken.
     Jane Jeschke made the motion to go into Executive Session at 8:55 p.m. pursuant to 551.074 (a)(1) and (2) of the Texas Government code to deliberate the appointment, employment, evaluation, reassignment, or duties of a public officer, to wit: the Water Superintendent/Supervisor.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0 and Kirk Boatright recused himself and left the building.
    Council came out of Executive session at 9:24.  No action was taken.  

    The next regular meeting is scheduled for October 5, 2020 at 6:30 p.m.     

    Casey McCartney made the motion to adjourn.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 4-0. Council adjourned at 9:24 p.m.
